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The Gallatin Police Department needs assistance from the public in identifying a subject 
wanted in connection to a robbery that occurred in Gallatin on Friday, January 08, 2010.  
Suspect is described as a white male, brown hair, a beard, wearing standard eye glasses, 
between the ages of 30 to 40, around 5’ 9” to 5’11” tall and heavier built.  At the time of the 
robbery, the suspect was wearing blue jeans, tan jacket, sun visor with Predators emblem on 
it, and armed with a black semi automatic handgun.  Suspect entered the Tennessee Credit 
Union, 716 Nashville Pike in Gallatin where he displayed the weapon and told the tellers “Give 
me the bundles”.
